Building on the work of the wider Belfast Maritime Consortium, and with the

aim to ensuring that Belfast is fast becoming a global lead in zero-emission

maritime technology, the Green Seas consortium was recently awarded

£398,096 by the UK Department of Transport, to allow us to investigate ways

to decarbonise maritime transport in Northern Ireland. 

This will be through using zero-emission shore-side electricity and hydrogen-

powered vessels as part of the UK’s goal to achieve Net Zero by 2050.

The focus of the consortium’s research will assess the needs of different

maritime locations, to include Belfast Harbour, as a major freight and

transport port and Northern Ireland’s primary gateway to the rest of the

world.
